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COUNTY K BUILDING

Present:  Committee Chairman Moody; Supervisors Hammer and Heimann; County Board Chairman Sauer; Shane Schuhmacher, Kristine Brunkow, Ed Wiegel, Briand Lund and County Clerk Bawden.

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 A.M. by Mr. Moody.  He asked if the meeting was properly posted.  Ms. Bawden verified the meeting was posted at the Courthouse, the Darlington Municipal Building, Memorial Hospital, on the County website and sent to the press.

Motion by Mr. Heimann, second by Mr. Hammer to approve the agenda as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.

Remodel of County K Building:  Shane and Ed met with the key specialist.  He will submit a proposal for the upstairs door handles.  It is recommended that all doors have lever handles instead of door knobs.  Mr. Moody stated that this was not a requirement, but a recommendation.  Mr. Heimann feels we should put levers on now so down the road we don’t have to do it if it does become a requirement.  Ed said we may just have to change out the handles and he will be able to do that.  Key fobs for the entry doors was discussed. Ed thought the ones at the Courthouse were about $800 for each opening.  Ed will have ComElec take a look at the doors.  Space needs for filing cabinets was discussed.  

Change Orders for County K Renovation:  Change orders including IT Cabling and installing, $17,869.00, light fixtures downstairs totaling $1585.00 and overhead and profit $1945.50 for a total of $21,400.45.  Motion by Mr. Hammer, second by Mr. Heimann to approve the change orders as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.  

The height of the front desk was discussed.  Part of the desk could be lowered for ADA compliance leaving the remainder of the desk as is.

IT Updates:  Jason was not able to attend the meeting so Shane read an e-mail that Jason had sent.  Shane said they currently have a time clock at Human Services where employees have to punch in.  There is an option that employees could do this from their office at their computer.  He doesn’t know why we would install a time clock that is an almost obsolete device when employees can be given the authority to punch in from their computer.  The time clock will be taken from the current location for possible use at other facilities.
