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COUNTY K BUILDING

Present:  Committee Chairman Moody; Supervisors Hammer and Heimann; Kristine Brunkow (Human Services), Kate Chambers (Human Services), Ed Wiegel, Jason Walters and Kayla Barnes (Republican Journal).

The meeting was called to order at 2:30 p.m. by Mr. Moody.  He asked if the meeting was properly posted.  Ms. Brunkow stated Linda Bawden posted the meeting at the Courthouse, the Darlington Municipal Building, Memorial Hospital, on the County website and sent to the press.

Motion by Mr. Hammer, second by Mr. Moody to approve the agenda as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.

Motion by Mr. Hammer, second by Mr. Moody to approve the minutes from January 8, 2016 as presented. Voice vote, motion carried.

Remodel of County K Building:  Ed stated the painting is nearly done in the lower level. The cement is poured to make room for the elevator equipment in the boiler room. Ed had a bid from Comelec for $6875 to install the cable/computer for the three security doors. Mr. Moody requested Ed contact Comelec for a breakdown of the bid. Ms. Brunkow inquired as to which rooms the two renters will be using. Mr. Moody stated Jack Sauer will make the final decision on which rooms the renters will use.

Change Orders for County K Renovation:  Change order #3 was for the duct work in the stairway by the employee entrance. The current drywall around the duct work is not up to fire code. Thermo Dynamics presented a bid of $3480 to remove and replace the duct work and to bring the drywall to code. If the duct work can be saved; the cost would be $2030. Motion by Mr. Hammer, second by Mr. Heimann to approve the change orders as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.  

IT Updates:  Jason stated he met with Ferrings and the wiring of the building is going well. Jason reported the phone system will take approximately 6-8 weeks to get. He is requesting approval for the following:  
1) Hardware for the phone system bid is $16,111.98
2) Point to Point T-1 line. Charge will be approximately $250/month. Human Services will be able to keep their current extensions and would be able to access other county departments using their 3 digit extension
3) Elevator needs own 911 line. Jason is recommending an additional cooper line for an approximate amount of $35-$40/month

Motion by Mr. Heimann, second by Mr. Hammer approving the above costs. Voice vote; motion carried.

Parking Lots-Bus Plug Ins-Mr. Moody received a bid from McNett Electrical. This will be for three bus plug ins and two circuits for the outside lights. Motion by Mr. Hammer, second by Mr. Heimann to accept the bid from McNett Electrical. Voice vote; motion carried.
