BUILDING & INSURANCE COMMITTEE MEETING

COUNTY BOARD ROOM

PRESENT:  Committee Chairman Wiegel; Supervisors Halloran, Larson, Garthwaite and J. Wiegel; County Board Chairman Sauer and County Clerk Bawden.

Also present were Finance Director Maurer, HR Director Steiner, Mary Knellwolf and Clerk of Court McGowan.

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by Mr. Wiegel.  He asked if the meeting was properly posted.  Ms. Bawden verified the meeting was posted at the Courthouse, the Darlington Municipal Building, Memorial Hospital, on the County website and sent to the press.

Motion by Mr. Larson, second by Mr. Wiegel to approve the agenda as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.

Motion by Mr. Garthwaite, second by Mr. Halloran to approve the minutes of January 14, 2016 as printed.  Voice vote, motion carried.

Maintenance Report:  In Ed Wiegel absence, Ms. Bawden read from his prepared statement.  There is no maintenance report at this time.

Update on County K Building:  Ms. Bawden reported for Ed Wiegel.  Windows are installed, both front doors are here with the inside door being installed.  Painting is nearly complete, restroom tile/wall tile done except around door jambs.  Fixtures will be done soon.  Hallway lights are being installed.  Contractors are on schedule.  
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Installing a CCAP Computer in the County Board Room:  Kitty McGowan reported that since January 1, 2016 the court system is paperless.  She is inquiring about installing a CCAP computer in the County Board room when that room is used as a second courtroom.  If a computer is installed the State would like the room locked and would not allow meetings to be held there.  Mr. Sauer said that was not acceptable because the room is used for many meetings.  Ms. McGowan said that it is not totally approved yet to even receive a computer, she just wanted to give everyone a heads up.  No action taken on this request at this time.

Office Space for Human Resource Director:  Mr. Wiegel said they hung a wall cabinet in the kitchenette, have cleaned out the corner office, shortened countertop 3 feet and built 9 ½ ft of shelving for additional storage.  It was thought it would be several more weeks before anything was done for HR Director office space so no action was taken.

Signage for the Front and Lower Level Entrance of the Courthouse:  Signage has been installed on the Extension entrance windows for Veteran’s Service Office, Human Resource Director, Elevator Access and Sheriff’s office.  Signage for the handicap entrance and directions for the front of the Courthouse is being designed by T&J Graphics.  Inside elevator directory will also be updated.  

Courthouse custodian Personal Time:  Ed Wiegel said he has been unable to use 13 hours of personal time due to medical leave of Department Head and being 10 hours short staffed per week.  He would like to be allowed to carry over the 13 hours.  According to the employee handbook, unused personal days cannot be carried into the following year.  Given the circumstances, motion by Mr. J. Wiegel, second by Mr. Garthwaite to allow carry over of personal time for Ed Wiegel.  On a voice vote, the motion carried.

Approval of Vouchers:  Motion by Mr. J. Wiegel, second by Mr. Larson to approve vouchers as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.
