Motion by Mr. Heimann, second by Mr. Sauer to approve the agenda as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.

Motion by Mr. Heimann, second by Mr. Sauer to approve the minutes from February 23, 2016 as presented. Voice vote, motion carried.

Remodel of County K Building:  
· Elevator: The elevator is scheduled to be done by Friday, March 11. Chip McNett will contact Centurylink to inquire about the timeline for installation of the phone lines. Elevator inspection is scheduled for Tuesday, March 15; but the inspection cannot be completed if the phone line issue is not resolved.
· Stairway: Pat Udelhofen reported they are finishing up repairing and painting the stairwell. He will submit the change order at the next meeting.
· Outside lighting:  Chip McNett presented a bid for $1800 to install three LED wall mount lights for outside the building on the lower level. Motion by Mr. Hammer; second by Mr. Heimann to accept the bid to install these lights. Voice vote; motion carried. 
	Ed Wiegel received a bid from Norse Electric for two new poles on the upper lot for $4950 (bid does 	not include trenching and concrete). Mr. Sauer asked Chip McNett to also submit a bid for this. Chip 	will bring to the next meeting.
· Speakers: Ed and Chip are currently working on installing the speakers.
· File Storage Systems: Kristine contacted FSS Business Systems and received a bid for $5638.48 for the file storage system (installation included). The bid did not include reference shelves; Kristine will contact FSS Business Systems to get a price for four reference shelves. Motion by Heimann, second by Hammer to approve the bid from FSS Business Systems to deliver and install the file system. Voice vote; motion carried. Kristine was instructed to call Jack with the price of the reference shelves. Ms. George inquired as to who will pay for the shelving unit; Human Services or the County K Building Budget; Mr. Sauer stated it would come out of the County K Building Budget.
· Blinds-Kristine presented a bid from Black’s Floor Covering for 28 blinds for the upper and lower floors. No action taken on this bid until Mr. Moody returns.
· Kitchen Island: Ed reported he has tried a few things to try to remove the island, but he hasn’t been able to move it. He will continue looking into how to remove the island.
· Old Windows-it was decided the old windows will be donated to the FFA Auction.
· Cleaning the offices-Pat Udelhofen inquired about getting someone to come in and clean the offices. The building inspector is scheduled for Friday, March 18. Kristine mentioned Nancy Fink may be interested in the job. She will give her Pat’s contact information.
· Fire Extinguishers-Tammy Black stated two fire extinguishers need to be in place by next week’s inspection. Ed will take look into this.
· Sidewalk-Pat stated the sidewalk going into the lower level will need to be looked at as it is lower than the stoop. This was not included in Epic’s bid.

Moving Human Services Department from Darlington Municipal Building-Nothing to report at this time.

Office Assignments-Door numbers have been ordered. Once they are installed; Human Services’ Management will begin assigning offices.
