Present:  Supervisors Bill Moody, David Hammer, Gerald Heimann, and Tony Ruesga,  Kristine Brunkow, Shane Schuhmacher, Ed Wiegel, Jason Walter, Brian Lund (Republican Journal) and Mary Mezera (ADRC)

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 a.m. by Mr. Moody.  He asked if the meeting was properly posted.  Ms. Brunkow stated Linda Bawden posted the meeting at the Courthouse, the Darlington Municipal Building, Memorial Hospital, on the County website and sent to the press.
Motion by Mr. Heimann, second by Mr. Hammer to approve the agenda as presented.  Voice vote, motion carried.

Mr. Hammer requested the minutes be amended adding “if we were still in the Darlington Municipal Building, we would have needed to create/construct a new entrance and reception area to meet the new ADRC requirements, as informed by Mary Mezera-Regional Manager for the ADRC of Southwest Wisconsin.”
Motion by Mr. Hammer, second by Mr. Heimann to approve the minutes from April 18, 2016 with the added language above. Voice vote, motion carried.

ADRC Recommendations-Discussion regarding automatic door opener for the ADRC entrance. Mary Mezera will look into possible funding for the automatic door. Ed will look for pricing.

Remodel of County K Building:  
· Lever Locks-Kristine will get a bid from Opening Specialists for switching out the locks for the upstairs rooms and replacing with lever locks.
· Hollandale Movers-Motion by Hammer; second by Heimann to approve the bill from Hollandale Movers. This will be forwarded to Building and Insurance for approval to be paid.
· Hallway Lights-The initial design for lights in the lower level had lights in the center of the ceiling hallway. The lights had to be moved to a side mount because the HVAC in the ceiling of the hallway was bigger than expected; which pushed the lights down too low. It cost the County K Project $1743.50 to install the side mount lights. Motion by Hammer, second by Heimann to deduct $1743.50 from the Delta3 Engineering bill. Voice vote; motion carried.
· Dumpster Rental-Bid received from Faherty for $98.30/month for weekly pick up. Bid received from Waste Management for $137.15/month for weekly pickup. Motion by Hammer, second by Heimann to go with Faherty for dumpster rental. Voice vote; motion carried. Ed will contact Faherty.
· Municipal Building-Ed and Shane were at the Municipal Building to finish clearing out the building. Ed will tear down the shelving unit in the closed file room at the Municipal Building. Kristine will send an email to the other County Departments inquiring if any department has a need for the shelving. If no one needs the shelving; it will be gotten rid of.
· Thermostat for DOC-Bob Salma from Precision Control and Reilly Plumbing met to discuss the heating issue for DOC. They estimated it would cost $6400 to fix the problem. Motion by Hammer, second by Heimann to have Precision Control & Reilly Plumbing go ahead and fix the problem. Voice vote; motion carried. This will be done once the heating season is over.
· Signage-Shane presented with several options for signage. Motion by Heimann, second by Hammer to go with the biggest sign to put in the middle of the yard and smaller signs for the Human Services’ entrance and the ADRC entrance. Voice vote; motion carried. Shane will bring back the actual prices at the next meeting.
· Parking Lot Lights-Motion by Heimann, second by Hammer to accept McNett Electric’s bid of $7620.00 for the new light poles. Voice vote, motion carried.
· Storage Unit-Kristine will inventory the items in the storage unit and send the list to the other County Departments.

IT Update-
· Server Room-Jason said there is not enough ventilation in the server room. The temperature in that room needs to be around 72 degrees. In order to keep the temperature at that level; the staff on that end of the building are too cold. They are running heaters to keep warm and have tripped the circuit breakers a number of times. 
· Electric Runs-Jason needs a few more electrical runs for a phone jack for Joy; a phone jack in the kitchen; a phone jack in the conference room; a phone jack and Ethernet jack for printer by Kate’s office and an electrical outlet by the elevator. Motion by Hammer, second by Heimann authorizing Jason to call McNett Electric to have this taken care of. Voice vote; motion carried.
· Platteville Family Resource-They would like to use our wireless internet. Jason and Shane will discuss.
