ADRC Recommendations- No pricing information has been received yet for the automatic door openers.

Elevator Warrantee-Mr. Moody received information on professional maintenance at a rate of $1500 for two years. No action was taken on extending these warrantees at this time.

Remodel of County K Building:  
· Lever Locks- A bid in the amount of $3,350.00 was received from Wayne’s Lock & Key, LLC to replace the dead bolt locks and install lever locks on the top floor of the building. The Committee felt this bid and the bid from Opening Specialists ($3,507.51) was too high. Mr. Moody will check with Menards and Mr. Sauer will check with Mathys Ace Hardware to compare pricing. Tabled until next meeting.
· Signage-Shane said the signs are ordered and should be installed in a couple of weeks.
· Broken Glass-the lawn mower put a rock through a window pane in the DOC office. Ed received a bid from Monroe Glass for approximately $400. Nick Johnson is the person contracted for mowing and he said he will take care of the bill.
· Parking lot lights-Mr. Moody will contact McNett Electric about getting the trenches dug for the new poles before they come to blacktop the parking lot.
· Storage Unit-No inventory has been made yet.
· ADRC Entryway-Discussion about what to do about the entryway when it starts to get cold. No decision was made.
· DOC Door-The door to the DOC hallway is locked and currently not accessible by LCHS staff. Discussion about emergency procedures in the event of a fire. It was decided that Ed will get a double key lock for DOC and LCHS staff. The key will be placed in a convenient place for LCHS staff in the event of an emergency to access this exit. (Note: this exit will be used for emergencies only).

Workforce Development: Workforce Development and Platteville Family Resource Center have requested getting on the County’s internet and phone service. These services are not included in their contracts. Jack will contact Workforce Development and Shane will contact Platteville Family Resource Center to let them know they will need to get their own internet and phone service.

IT Update-
· Server Room- Jason reports the server room is still warm with the portable air conditioning unit running in the room. He doesn’t feel this portable unit is doing the job at all. Ed will contact Reilly Plumbing and Fritz’s Burner Service to get quotes for a separate air conditioning unit for the server room.
